3. Applications must include a full financial breakdown, giving details of specific uses to which the funding will be put – eg equipment, travel, coordination, training, etc.
4. If any of the young people to be involved in a project are aged under eighteen, the group must have the support of adults with appropriate security (eg CRB) clearances..

5. Decisions on funding will be made during August 2012 by a Panel of the Crimebeat charity, chaired by Robin Grove-White, last year’s High Sheriff of Gwynedd (including Anglesey).
6. Decisions of the Panel will be final, and no correspondence about unsuccessful applications can be entered into.
